1 Corinthians 9: 27But I discipline my body and keep it under control, lest after preaching to 

others I myself should be disqualified

 

. 

1 Corinthians 10: 1FOR (ties back to Chapter 9) I want you to know, brothers

 

, that our 

fathers were all under the cloud,  and all passed through the sea, 2and all were baptized 

into Moses in the cloud and in the sea, 3and all ate the same spiritual food, 4and all drank 

the same spiritual drink. For they drank from the spiritual Rock that followed them, and the 

Rock was Christ.  

God uses 5 “alls” in 4 verses. 

 

5NEVERTHELESS, with most of them God was not pleased, FOR they were 

 

overthrown 

in the wilderness.  

6Now these things took place as examples FOR US, that we MIGHT NOT desire evil as 

they did. 7 Do not be idolaters as some of them were; as it is written, "The people sat 

down to eat and drink and rose up to play." 8 We must not indulge in sexual immorality 

as some of them DID, and twenty-three thousand fell in a single day. 9We must not put 

Christ to the test, as some of them DID and were destroyed by serpents, 10nor grumble, 

as some of them DID

 

 and were destroyed by the Destroyer. 11Now these things happened 

to them as an example, but they were written down for our instruction, on whom the end of 

the ages has come. 12Therefore let anyone who thinks that he stands take heed lest 

he fall.  
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13No temptation has overtaken you that is not common to man. God is faithful, and he will 

not let you be tempted beyond your ability, but with the temptation he will also provide the 

way of escape, that you may be able to endure it

 

. 14Therefore, my beloved, flee from 

idolatry. 

These actions are available for all of us to DO: 

 

1. Desire evil 

2. Idolatry 

3. Sexual sin 

4. Put Christ to the test (Lord) 

5. Grumbling 

 

12Therefore let anyone who thinks that he stands take heed lest he fall. 

 

Numbers 20:22And they journeyed from Kadesh, and the people of Israel, the whole 

congregation, came to Mount Hor. 23And the LORD said to Moses and Aaron at Mount Hor, on 

the border of the land of Edom, 24 "Let Aaron be gathered to his people, for he shall not 

enter the land that I have given to the people of Israel, because you rebelled 

against my command at the waters of Meribah. 25Take Aaron and Eleazar his son and 

bring them up to Mount Hor. 26And strip Aaron of his garments and put them on Eleazar his 

son. And Aaron shall be gathered to his people and shall die there." 27Moses did as the LORD 

commanded. And they went up Mount Hor in the sight of all the congregation. 28 And Moses 

stripped Aaron of his garments and put them on Eleazar his son. And Aaron died there on the 

top of the mountain. Then Moses and Eleazar came down from the mountain.  
29And when all the congregation saw that Aaron had perished, all the house of Israel wept for 

Aaron thirty days. 
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Deuteronomy 32: 48That very day the LORD spoke to Moses, 49"Go up this mountain of the 

Abarim, Mount Nebo, which is in the land of Moab, opposite Jericho, and view the land of 

Canaan, which I am giving to the people of Israel for a possession. 50And die on the mountain 

which you go up, and be gathered to your people, as Aaron your brother died in Mount Hor 

and was gathered to his people, 51 BECAUSE you broke faith with me in the midst of 

the people of Israel at the waters of Meribah-kadesh, in the wilderness of Zin, and 

BECAUSE you DID not treat me AS HOLY in the midst of the people of Israel.  
52For you shall see the land before you, BUT you shall not go there

 

, into the land that I 

am giving to the people of Israel." 

Numbers 20: 2 Now there was no water for the congregation. And they assembled 

themselves together against Moses and against Aaron. 
6Then Moses and Aaron went from the presence of the assembly to the entrance of the tent 

of meeting and fell on their faces. And the glory of the LORD appeared to them, 7and the 

LORD spoke to Moses, saying, 8 "Take the staff, and assemble the congregation, you and 

Aaron your brother, and TELL

 10Then Moses and Aaron gathered the assembly together before the rock, and he said to 

them, "Hear now, you rebels: shall WE bring water FOR YOU out of this rock?" 

 the rock before their eyes to yield its water. So you shall 

bring water out of the rock for them and give drink to the congregation and their cattle." 
9And Moses took the staff from before the LORD, as he commanded him. 

11And Moses lifted up his hand and struck the rock with his staff twice, and water came out 

abundantly, and the congregation drank, and their livestock. 12And the LORD said to Moses 

and Aaron, "BECAUSE you did not believe in me, to uphold me as holy

 

 in the eyes of 

the people of Israel, therefore you shall not bring this assembly into the land that I have 

given them." 13 These are the waters of Meribah, where the people of Israel quarreled with 

the LORD, and through them he showed himself holy. 

1 Corinthians 10:12Therefore let anyone who thinks that he stands take heed lest 

he fall. 
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Deuteronomy 7:11 You shall therefore be careful TO DO the commandment and the 

statutes and the rules that I command you today. 12 "And because you listen to these rules 

AND keep and DO them, the LORD your God will keep with you the covenant and the 

steadfast love that he swore to your fathers. 13He will love you, bless you, and multiply you. 

He will also bless the fruit of your womb and the fruit of your ground, your grain and your 

wine and your oil, the increase of your herds and the young of your flock, in the land that he 

swore to your fathers to give you. 

 

John 3: 16"For God so loved the world, that he gave his only Son, that whoever believes in 

him should not perish but have eternal life. (zōēn aiōnion-age-lasting life) 

 

Titus 1: 1Paul, a servant of God and an apostle of Jesus Christ, for the sake of the faith of 

God’s elect and their knowledge of the truth, which accords with godliness, 2 in hope of 

eternal life (zōēn aiōnion-age-lasting life), which God, who never lies, promised before the 

ages began 3and at the proper time manifested in his word through the preaching 

with which I have been entrusted by the command of God our Savior; 

 

Daniel 12: 1"At that time shall arise Michael, the great prince who has charge of your 

people. And there shall be a time of trouble, such as never has been since there was a nation 

till that time. But at that time your people shall be delivered, everyone whose name shall be 

found written in the book.  
2And MANY of those who sleep in the dust of the earth shall awake, SOME to everlasting 

life, and SOME to shame and everlasting contempt. 

 

1 Corinthians 15: 1Now I would remind you, brothers, of the gospel I preached to you, 

which you received, in which you stand, 2and by which you are being saved, IF you hold 

fast to the word I preached to you— unless you believed in vain.
