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ONE plus One Still equals Two.

Galatians 1:°1 am astonished that you are so quickly deserting him who called you in the
grace of Christ and are turning to a different gospel— ’ not that there is another ONE, but
there are some who trouble you and want to distort the gospel of Christ. ®But even if we or
an angel from heaven should preach to you a gospel contrary to THE ONE we preached to
you, let him be accursed. °As we have said before, so now | say again: If anyone is preaching

to you a gospel contrary to THE ONE you received, let him be accursed.

2 Corinthians 11: °But | am afraid that as the serpent deceived Eve by his cunning, your

thoughts will be led astray from a sincere and pure devotion to Christ. “For if someone

comes and proclaims another Jesus than THE ONE we proclaimed, or if you receive a

different spirit from THE ONE you received, or if you accept a different gospel from THE
ONE you accepted, you put up with it readily enough. *Indeed, | consider that | am not in

the least inferior to these super-apostles.

Phillipians 1:?°so that in me you may have ample cause to glory in Christ Jesus, because of

my coming to you again.?’Only let your manner of life be worthy of the gospel of Christ,

so that whether | come and see you or am absent, | may hear of you that you are standing

firm in one spirit, with one mind striving side by side for the faith of the gospel,

Matthew 12:*While he was still speaking to the people, behold, his mother and his brothers
stood outside, asking to speak to him. *®But he replied to the man who told him, "Who is my

mother, and who are my brothers?" “°And stretching out his hand toward his disciples, he

said, "Here are my mother and my brothers! *°For whoever does the will of my Father

in heaven is my brother and sister and mother."
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Matthew 7: *"Not everyone who says to me, ‘Lord, Lord," will enter the kingdom of heaven,

BUT the one who does the will of my Father who is in heaven.

20n that day many will say to me, ‘Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in your name, and cast

out demons in your name, and do many mighty works in your name?'

2And then will 1 declare to them, 'I never knew you; depart from me, you workers of

lawlessness.'

Matthew 24:**And this gospel of the kingdom will be proclaimed throughout the whole

world as a testimony to all nations, and then the end will come.

Matthew 26: “Truly, | say to you, wherever this gospel is proclaimed in the whole world,

what she has done will also be told in memory of her.”

Acts 14: *Now at Iconium they (Paul and Barnabus) entered together into the Jewish synagogue
and spoke in such a way that a great number of both Jews and Greeks believed. ? But the
unbelieving Jews stirred up the Gentiles and poisoned their minds against the brothers.

330 they remained for a long time, speaking boldly for the Lord, who bore witness to the
word of his grace, granting signs and wonders to be done by their hands.

“But the people of the city were divided; some sided with the Jews and some with the
apostles. °When an attempt was made by both Gentiles and Jews, with their rulers, to
mistreat them and to stone them, ®they learned of it and fled to Lystra and Derbe, cities of
Lycaonia, and to the surrounding country, ‘and there they continued to preach the

gospel.

Again read verse 7:

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Acts 20: **But | do not account my life of any value nor as precious to myself, if only 1 may
finish my course and the ministry that | received from the Lord Jesus, to testify to the
gospel of the grace of God.

Acts 20: *°For Paul had decided to sail past Ephesus, so that he might not have to spend
time in Asia, for he was hastening to be at Jerusalem, if possible, on the day of Pentecost.
"Now from Miletus he sent to Ephesus and called the elders of the church to come to him.
18And when they came to him, he said to them: "You yourselves know how 1 lived among

you the whole time from the first day that I set foot in Asia,

19 serving the Lord with all humility and with tears and with trials that happened to me

through the plots of the Jews: *how I did not shrink from declaring to you anything

that was profitable, and teaching you in public and from house to house, ? testifying
both to Jews and to Greeks of repentance toward God and of faith in our Lord Jesus
Christ. *And now, behold, | am going to Jerusalem, constrained by the Spirit, not knowing
what will happen to me there, ®except that the Holy Spirit testifies to me in every city that

imprisonment and afflictions await me. *But | do not account my life of any value nor as

precious to myself, if only I may finish my course and the ministry that I received from

the Lord Jesus, to testify to the gospel of the grace of God. °>And now, behold, | know

that none of you among whom | have gone about proclaiming the kingdom will see

my face again. ®Therefore | testify to you this day that | am innocent of the blood of all of

you, ?’for I did not shrink from declaring_to you the whole counsel of God.

James 1:'? Blessed is the man who remains steadfast under trial, for when he has stood

the test he will receive the crown of life, which God has promised to those who love

him.
