
Life is ONLY In The Resurrection Part 16 

No Resurrection = NO Savior   

2 Timothy 3:16 (KJV) 16 All scripture is given by inspiration of God 

(theopneustos- God breathed), and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for 

correction, for instruction in righteousness: 

 
Doctrine-which is correct believing OR how to believe rightly 

Reproof-shows us when we are believing wrongly 

Correction shows us HOW to get back to right believing 

 

14 But as for you, continue in what you have learned and have become 

convinced of, because you know those from whom you learned it, 15 and how 

from infancy you have known the Holy Scriptures, which are able to make you 

wise for salvation through faith in Christ Jesus. 

(Now could Timothy be reading all Paul’s epistles “from his infancy-off course not 

most of them hadn’t even been written) 

16 All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting 

and training in righteousness,   

17 so that the man of God may be thoroughly equipped for every good work. 

 

Romans 15:4 For everything that was written in the past was written to teach 

us, so that through endurance and the encouragement of the Scriptures we 

might have hope. 

 

Acts 24:14 However, I admit that I worship the God of our fathers as a follower 

of the Way, which they call a sect. I (Paul) believe everything that agrees with 

the Law and that is written in the Prophets,  

15 and I have THE SAME hope in God as these men, that there will be a 

resurrection of both the righteous and the wicked.  16 So I strive always to keep 

my conscience clear before God and man.

Daniel 12:2 Multitudes who sleep in the dust of the earth will awake: some to 

everlasting life, others to shame and everlasting contempt. 

 

1 Corinthians 9:23 I do all this for the sake of the gospel, that I may share in 

its blessings. 24 Do you not know that in a race all the runners run, but only one 

gets the prize? Run in such a way as to get the prize.  

25 Everyone who competes in the games goes into strict training. They do it to 

get a crown that will not last; but we do it to get a crown that will last forever. 

 

1 Corinthians 15:12 But if it is preached that Christ has been raised from the 

dead, how can some of you say that there is no resurrection of the dead?   

 

1 Now, brothers, I want to remind you of the gospel I preached to you, which 

you received and on which you have taken your stand. 2 By this gospel you are 

saved, if you hold firmly to the word I preached to you. Otherwise, you have 

believed in vain.   

 

13 If there is no resurrection of the dead, then not even Christ has been raised.   

14 And if Christ has not been raised, our preaching is useless and so is your 

faith.  15 More than that, we are then found to be false witnesses about God, for 

we have testified about God that he raised Christ from the dead. But he did not 

raise him if in fact the dead are not raised.   

 

Colossians2:9 For in Christ all the fullness of the Deity lives in bodily form,   

10 and you have been given fullness in Christ, who is the head over every power 

and authority.  11 In him you were also circumcised, in the putting off of the 

sinful nature, not with a circumcision done by the hands of men but with the 

circumcision done by Christ,  



12 having been buried with him in baptism and raised with him through 

your faith in the power of God, who raised him from the dead. 

 

1 Corinthians 15:16 For if the dead are not raised, then Christ has not been 

raised either.   

The FOR is about what verse 15 said: 

15 More than that, we are then found to be false witnesses about God, for we 

have testified about God that he raised Christ from the dead. But he did not raise 

him if in fact the dead are not raised.   

 
17 And if Christ has not been raised, your faith is futile; you are still in your sins.  

18 Then those also who have fallen asleep in Christ are lost. 

 
18 Then those also who have fallen asleep (the dead) in Christ are lost. 
 
 

Roman 5:20 The law was added so that the trespass might increase. But where 

sin increased, grace increased all the more, 21 so that, just as sin reigned in 

death, so also grace might reign through righteousness to bring eternal life (age 

lasting life) through Jesus Christ our Lord. 

This “age lasting life” turns up in the resurrection and in the next age to come. 

Romans 6:1 What shall we say, then? Shall we go on sinning so that grace may 

increase?  2 By no means! We died to sin; how can we live in it any longer?   

3 Or don't you know that all of us who were baptized into Christ Jesus were 

baptized into his death?  4 We were therefore buried with him through baptism 

into death in order that, just as Christ was raised from the dead through 

the glory of the Father, we too may live a new life.  5 If we have been 

united with him like this in his death, we will certainly also be united with 

him in his resurrection.  6 For we know that our old self was crucified with 



him so that the body of sin might be done away with, that we should no longer 

be slaves to sin— 7 because anyone who has died has been freed from sin.  8 

Now if we died with Christ, we believe that we will also live with him.  9 For we 

know that since Christ was raised from the dead, he cannot die again; death no 

longer has mastery over him.  10 The death he died, he died to sin once for all; 

but the life he lives, he lives to God. 11 In the same way, count yourselves dead 

to sin but alive to God in Christ Jesus.  12 Therefore do not let sin reign in your 

mortal body so that you obey its evil desires.  13 Do not offer the parts of your 

body to sin, as instruments of wickedness, but rather offer yourselves to God, as 

those who have been brought from death to life; and offer the parts of your 

body to him as instruments of righteousness.  14 For sin shall not be your 

master, because you are not under law, but under grace.
